 A4AA BULLETIN

This Bulletin is a pre-announcement for FY 2010-2011 One-Time-Only (OTO) funding.  One-Time-Only funds are unspent funds from the previous year which the Department of Aging reallocates back to the area agency on aging plus funds recovered through the Audit Resolution process.  Federal budget increases to Older Americans Act programs which cannot be dispersed to area agencies in time or to contracted providers for annual budget allocations may also be added to the available OTO funding.

Each year A4AA alerts providers to focus areas and equipment which will receive priority consideration for OTO funding.  At this time A4AA has identified four areas for priority consideration.
· Disaster or emergency equipment and training.  Examples may include, but are not limited to: AED machines and Red Cross or similar training of staff in their use, Standard First Aid Training for staff, smoke detectors for in-home programs, first aid kits for transportation program vehicles, etc.
· Injury prevention equipment, materials, or workshops for staff and/or clients.

· Vehicles for transportation or HDM program if sufficient funds are available in those categories of funding.
· Food handler training and certification for nutrition programs.

· Items that have been identified in either a program or fiscal audit for service or administrative improvement automatically receive priority consideration.
Last year OTO was extremely complicated with accounting, fiscal, match and confusion issues that resulted from the Department of Aging’s relaxation of OTO rules to allow OTO funds to be used for either baseline or equipment.  Therefore, it is an A4AA decision that OTO will not be allowed for baseline this year.  A4AA will administer OTO awards as it has in previous years, through a competitive process for equipment, and in some cases, for short-term projects.
A4AA will no longer fund web sites, whether for new web sites, or their updates or maintenance, nor will phone system enhancements or expansions be funded.  It has been our experience that these projects are often unable to be completed by the June 30 deadline.
A4AA service providers and Focal Points anticipate notice of OTO funding availability in December or January and should start preparing their Priority Lists, aka “Wish Lists” in October.  A4AA will not require agencies to turn in their “Wish List” this year, but it is in the best interest of a program to begin assessing its needs, get cost estimates, and ensure that when the funding is announced, the agency is ready.  The turn-around time to submit OTO proposals is extremely short, usually two weeks.
To be considered for OTO funding, service providers and Focal Points must have met the requirements for eligibility by the due date for submission of proposals.
Eligibility for Service Providers
1.
 
FY 2009/10 audits must have been submitted along with A4AA supplemental schedules, or an extension (based on the provider’s plan for audit submission and compliance with contract agreement provisions) must have been granted by A4AA.
2.
FY 2009/10 audits must include any OTO funding awards received during the year.

3.
Inventory lists for all equipment purchased with A4AA funds must have been updated as of the end of the previous fiscal year and submitted to A4AA.
4.
Insurance certificates must be current and on file with A4AA.

5.
Recommendations from program and fiscal monitoring must have been responded to and corrective action implemented.

6.
All required monthly reports (MFRs and MIS) must have been submitted as specified.

Eligibility Requirements for Focal Points 
1.
Eligibility is restricted to A4AA designated Focal Points who have met all conditions for designation.
2.
Focal Points must have met with their Coordinating Council to discuss possible requests for OTO funds and reached consensus agreement on the project or item(s) to be requested.  Consensus in this case is defined as a general accord where all members of the Council agree to support the proposed requests, even if some don’t fully agree.  It is suggested that Coordinating Councils discuss and support more than one OTO request. Note:  Minutes of this meeting will be required.
3.
Focal Points with annual audits must either have the FY 2009/10 audit on file with A4AA or if a new applicant, must submit the audit with their proposal.  If OTO awards were received, the funds received must have been reported in the audit and the equipment listed on an inventory list.
4.
Focal Points that do not conduct annual audits, but who have received OTO awards, must maintain and must have submitted an updated inventory listing of all A4AA funded equipment.
5.
Per A4AA Bulletin A4B2010-7, issued on July 22, 2010, and discussed at Focal Point meetings held in Sacramento and Yuba City, state law requires that senior centers develop and maintain a written emergency operations plan.  Focal Points will be required to have their plan completed by June 30, 2011 (end of the current fiscal year).  However, when submitting requests for OTO, Focal Points will only be required to give a status report on where they are in the process of developing their emergency plan and to make a statement of commitment to completing the plan by June 30.
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
