A4AA BULLETIN
California has an estimated $25 million in 2010/11 federal funding to award for capital grants for projects that meet the transportation needs of elderly persons and persons with disabilities where public mass transportation services are otherwise unavailable, insufficient or inappropriate. Grants are available for accessible vans or buses; and for mobile radios, communication equipment or computer hardware and software that supports the transportation program.  A minimum of 20 hours of transportation service per week per vehicle must be provided.  All projects selected for funding must be derived from a Coordinated Public Transit-Human Services Transportation Plan.
Requested vehicles must fall within one of two categories:

Vehicle Replacement: A van proposed for replacement must have been in service for four years or have at least l00,000 miles at the time of application.
Service Expansion:  Applicants must be able to document that the proposed transportation service will provide:
· Services to additional persons; or

· Expand the service area or hours; or

· Increase the number and/or frequency of trips.
